Lent
Today is the first Sunday in 

Lent, which penitential season 
actually began February 18 with our 
observance of Ash Wednesday. Other 
special days we will observe at Christ 
Church during the Lenten season 
include: 

— Laetare Sunday, March 15 
Observed on the 4th Sunday of 
Lent, this is traditionally a day 
emphasizing hope and joy in the 
midst of Lenten penitential 
reflection.  The name comes from 
the Latin phrase "Laetare 
Jerusalem,” which means "Rejoice, O 
Jerusalem.”  

— Palm Sunday of the Lord’s 
Passion, March 29. Observed on 
the 6th and  final Sunday of Lent, 
this is the day we mark our Lord’s 
triumphal entry into Jerusalem 
ahead of Holy Week and his Passion. 
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
